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About World Migratory Bird Day 2019  

The 2019 theme of World Migratory Bird Day (WMBD) is "Protect Birds: Be the Solution to 

Plastic Pollution!", which put the spotlight on the impact of plastic pollution on migratory 

birds and their habitats. WMBD is an annual awareness-raising campaign highlighting the 

need for the conservation of migratory birds and their habitats. It has a global outreach and is 

an effective tool to help raise global awareness of the threats faced by migratory birds, their 

ecological importance, and the need for international cooperation to conserve them. In 2018, 

WMBD unified the planet’s major migratory bird corridors, or flyways: the African-Eurasian 

flyway, the East Asian-Australasian flyway, and the Americas flyways. WMBD is now 

celebrated twice a year, on the Second Saturday in May and in October. In 2019, WMBD will 

be held on 11 May and 12 October. The EAAFP Secretariat highly encourage Partners to 

celebrate WMBD on twice a year.  

 

  

Introduction of EAAFP WMBD 2019 Small Grant  

The Small Grant for 2019 World Migratory Bird Day (WMBD) has been established to provide 

financial support to EAAFP Partners and collaborators from EAAFP Task Forces and Working 

Groups who plan to organize public events and/or conservation action-oriented workshops 

at national or local levels through participating in the World Migratory Bird Day. We strongly 

encourage EAAFP Partners and collaborators to make an application for any suitable event or 

development of WMBD materials in local language that aims to raise awareness on the need 

of conserving migratory waterbirds and the value of their habitats in East Asian – Australasian 

Flyway. 

 

Eligibility Criteria 

EAAFP Partners who plan to organize an event to celebrate World Migratory Bird Day 2019 in 

Partner countries included in the DAC list of ODA Recipients are our priority to support. (If you are 

not sure, please see the list of EAAFP Partners, and DAC list of ODA Recipients). If you are not 

the country focal point of EAAFP, please consult and plan with EAAFP focal point of your 

country before you apply. 

Please note that this grant is to initiate a WMBD event, not to cover the costs for the existing 

WMBD event expenses. Applications with similar contents (location, target participants etc.)

In line with this year’s theme for World Migratory Bird Day (Protect Birds:  Be the Solution to 

Plastic Pollution) and the EAAFP theme for 2019-2020 (Flyways – Connecting People and 

Migratory Waterbirds), the SCPW will conduct an activity for nature/wildlife photographers,  

graphic arts students grade schoolers in the local community to come together for a learning 

event that will revolve around the importance of migratory birds, the threats posed by plastic 

pollution to their very existence and what they can do to help protect these wildlife and their 

habitats.  The participants for this activity are those sectors with the potential to translate these 

images to communication materials that can help promote protection of these migratory birds 

as well as wetland conservation. The learning event will employ approaches and methods that 

will include the following activities: 

- Storytelling session for the kids on migratory birds and plastic pollution; 

- Seminar on migratory birds and plastic pollution for the photographers and visual 

artists; 

- Wetland Walk and Bird-watching activity; 

- Photography and Sketching workshop; and 

- Online exhibit of photos and sketches.  

The objectives of this event are to increase the awareness of the nature photographers and 

graphic artists on the importance of migratory birds and wetlands and how they can help 

protect them; to establish a cadre of photographers and graphic artists who can advocate for 

migratory bird protection and wetland conservation through using images as a medium; to 

enhance the skills of nature photographers in capturing images of wildlife and nature that can 

be used as tools in advocating protection for migratory birds and wetland conservation; and to  

Instill conservation in the minds of young children, and the impacts of plastic pollution to 

migratory birds. 

 

The main outputs/outcomes include a cadre of photographers and artists who will advocate for 

wetland conservation and protection of migratory birds.   An added output would be early 

awareness of conservation concepts in children and the impacts of plastic pollution on the 

environment – particularly on migratory birds.    Photos and sketches of migratory birds and 

their habitats will also be produces for use as communication materials on migratory birds 

protection and wetland conservation.  It is also expected that there will be increased awareness 

among the general public since some members of the media will be invited.
