After finished all the
presentations session, all participants learnt together the videos about the Impact of
Plastic Pollution on planet and the purpose and benefits of the conservation of natural
environment. In the event, all students enjoyed with playing games such as matching
game with the picture of birds, food adaption observation game and the importance of
wetlands game. Winners received the prizes after playing games and had fun so much.
Playing with game, they also aware the important of wetlands and migratory birds. Due
to the efforts and gave encourage to reduce and fight the plastic pollution which can
impact on migratory birds and their habitats, as well as wildlife, the students actively
involved by group works in plastic clean-up activity on and off school campus.
