WMBD is an annual awareness-raising campaign highlighting the need for the conservation 

of migratory birds and their habitats. It has a global outreach and is an effective tool to help 

raise global awareness of the threats faced by migratory birds, their ecological importance, 

and the need for international cooperation to conserve them.In 2018, WMBD unified the 

planet’s major migratory bird corridors, or flyways: the African-Eurasian flyway, the East 

Asian-Australasian flyway, and the Americas flyways. WMBD is now celebrated twice a year, 

on the Second Saturday in May and in October. In 2021, WMBD will be held on 8 May and 

9 October. The EAAFP Secretariat encourages Partners to celebrate WMBD twice a year.

Applicants who plan to organize an event to celebrateWorld Migratory Bird Day2021 need to 

base in the EAAFP Partner countries. In addition, EAAFP Partner countries included in the 

DAC list of ODA Recipientsare our priority to support. (If you are not sure, please see the list 

of EAAFP Partners, and DAC list of ODA Recipients). If you are not the country focal point of 

EAAFP, please consult and plan with EAAFP focal point of your country before you apply. 

Please note that this grant is to initiate a WMBD event, not to cover the costs for the existing 

WMBD event expenses. Applications with similar contents (location, target participants etc.) 

to previous years may not be accepted. 

*Due to COVID-19, we encouraged applicants to carry out activities which prevent face-to-

face activities to reduce risk of spreading COVID-19. All activities organization has to follow 

national guidelines of the countryto prevent COVID-19. We also encourage proposals to 

promote Flyway Network Sites for the WMBD activities.

Programme details:  
 
Bangladesh is now in third wave of Covid-19 pandemic. So there are still restriction to 
organize any festival and mass gathering. Under current circumstances, we are proposing 
to celebrate the WMBD 2021 on 8 May, 2021 through awareness campaign, online 
discussion and development of educative and awareness materials.  
 

a. Awareness campaign: An awareness campaign will be held with the participation 
of primary stakeholders and school children. Migratory birds photo exhibitions, 
documentary presentation, drawing, distribution of “Notation based on nature,  
birds and animals” made by Muktir Bondhon Foundation (NGO), distribution of 
small gift boxes and short drama on migratory birds and its habitat conservation 
will be conducted. 

b. Online discussion session on WMBD: An online virtual discussion session on 
migratory birds, their issue and the need for conservation will be held in Dhaka on 
May 8, 2021. We will invite decision making leaders, governmental agencies, 
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conservationists, environmental campaigners, and representatives of the news 
media, etc. to engage and express their views on migratory birds. Guests and 
participants invited to enter the conversation online through Zoom Cloud Meeting, 
Facebook live. This session of dialogue would also allow participants to pledge 
their support for the protection of migratory birds. 

 
c. Developing promotional materials for bird conservation: We will develop and 

print poster with theme of WMBD 2020 in Bengali (2000 copies) and leaflets in 
Bengali (5000 copies). The materials will be distributed to universities, colleges and 
school and local community through volunteers.
