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The East Asian—Australasian Flyway (EAAF) is one of nine major migratory waterbird flyways around
the globe and is home fo 28-68 million migratory waterbirds, including shorebirds, Anatidae
(ducks, geese and swans), cranes, and seabirds (divers, cormorants, gulls, shearwaters, and auks). It
encompasses 22 countries, stretching from the Russian Far East and Alaska, then southwards through
East Asia and Southeast Asia, to Australia and New Zealand.

With a vision fo conserve the migratory birds and their habitats along the EAAF, the East
Asian—Australasian Flyway Partnership (EAAFP) was established in 2006. The EAAFP provides a
flyway-wide framework to promote dialogue, cooperation, and collaboration among a range of
stakeholders to conserve migratory waterbirds, their habitats, and the livelihoods of people
dependent upon them. The Partnership is supported by all levels of governments, site managers,
